The Scholarship Award

The Tri County Education Association along with Tri County staff will provide scholarships to graduating seniors of Tri County Schools who show an interest in completing a 4-year degree or a 2-year degree/trade school with plans to go out into the work force (non-transfer program).
TCEA will award the following four scholarships each school year (if funds are available):
Two -- $300 scholarships for a 4-year college 

Two-- $300 scholarships for 2-year/trade school   

Selection of the Scholarship Winner

The screening and selection of the scholarship winner shall be done by the scholarship committee consisting of at least one high school classroom teacher, one junior high classroom teacher, and one elementary teacher.

A winner and one alternate will also be selected in case one of the original winners is unable to fulfill their obligations toward the scholarship.
Eligibility for the Scholarship

The recipient of the Dollars for Scholars Scholarship must:

· Be a graduating senior of Tri County

· Show evidence of active participation in high school activities and have demonstrated leadership in several of these

· Show evidence of a sincere interest in completing a 4-year degree/ 2-year degree
· Show evidence of financial needs
Application for the Scholarship

Eligible seniors must file a written application with the scholarship committee by the third Monday in April of their senior year in order to be considered for the scholarship.  Selected finalists may be personally interviewed by the scholarship committee.

Payment of the Scholarship

The winners of the “Dollars for Scholars” Scholarship will be announced at Graduation.

Payment will be made to the business office of the school of the recipients’ choice and be used to defray tuition and other educational expenses, provided that the recipient has shown evidence of acceptance by the college of his/her choice.  The recipient must begin his/her college work no later than the fall semester following graduation.
