Summer Construction and Remodeling  
 

Tri County is in year three of a three year upgrade to 

the building.

 Summer Driverõs Education 

Mr. Mike Policy will be teaching driverõs education for 

the Nebraska Safety Council of Lincoln.  He works 

out of Beatrice and all driving is done in the Beatrice 
and Lincoln area.  He has had his COVID shot and 

will be able to drive with two students this summer 

and parents will not have to accompany their child 

while driving like last summer.  Masks will be re-

quired and Covid protocol will still be followed while 

driving this summer, but the change from student 
and parent to two students will be the biggest 

change.  Registration for the class is open to parents 

and students at which time you will register your 

child for the classwork through Triple A (American 

Automobile Association AAA).  See below for direc-
tions on how to register for the class.  You will be 

sent a pass code from the Nebraska Safety Council in 

one to two business days and that will allow you to 

access the class.  On average last year students took 

about 25 -30 hours to complete the classwork and 

successfully pass the exams given throughout the 
course.  You are expected to complete the course-

work before you drive this summer so it is best if you 

sign up sooner than later in order to get this done.  

You are given 60 days to complete the class which 

would be working 1/2 hour per day.  You are allowed 
to work a maximum of five hours per day before the 

class will shut off and lock you out until the next 

day.  Once you are registered and have been given 

your passcode, your information will be given to Mr. 

Policy from the Nebraska Safety Council and he will 

contact you to set up a drive time this summer.  
Driving will begin on Monday, June 7, 2021.  The 

driving time options you will have to pick from are as 

follows.  Option #1 is Monday, Tuesday, and 

Wednesday from 7:00 A.M - 11:00 A. M.  Option #2 is 

Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday from 11:30 A.M - 

3:30 P. M.  Option #3 is Thursday and Friday from 
7:00 A.M - 1:00 P. M.  You are not allowed to miss 

any driving time or to be late for any drive time.  You 

have five hours of time behind the wheel and five 

hours of observation time from the back seat.  It all 

concludes with a driving test over familiar roadways 
that lasts approximately 35 -45 minutes.  You could 

save money on your insurance premiums by having 

your child take the class and that in itself will pay for 

the class over time and more importantly it could 

save a life.  If you have any questions, please feel free 

to email me at mpolicky@bpsnebr.org  or to call me at 
402 -228 -4642.  Classes will be limited to the first 

who sign up so please do not put this off.  

 

***No one 18 years of age or turning 18 during the 

class may take this class.  

***Anyone taking this class must have a valid school 

permit or learners permit in order to register for this 

class.  If you will be turning 15 during the class or 

the summer, you may go to the courthouse up to 60 

days prior to apply for and test for your learners per-

mit.
